	Reading is one of the most important things your child will ever learn in school.  It will be our major focus in first grade.  We want your child to be the BEST reader he/she can be, and to enjoy the reading experience.  
Each week your child will bring home a new bag with 3 books in it that are all centered around one theme to help them complete their homework.  They will get to keep this bag at home for approximately a week and it is due back to the classroom on Friday with the homework.  It is your child’s responsibility to bring the books back in the condition that he/she received them in.  If a book is lost or damaged while in your care, you will be asked to pay for the book.  You can help by providing a safe place at home for the book bag and reminding your child that when they are done reading the books they need to be immediately put back into the bag for safe keeping.  I will be sharing important book care rules with your child.  Please ask your child about these rules and reinforce them at home.
